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New Interpretation Panels in 
Merredin Railway Museum

The Railway Museum Committee 
have been using the Interpretation 
and Design Concept Plan, which was 
completed in June 2020, to provide 
guidance on improving the displays 
and telling of the railway stories at 
the Museum. 

The Planôs first recommendation was 
to agree on the name of the Museum 

and a logo, as the current signage 
referred to Merredin Railway Station 
Museum, Old Station Museum and 
Railway Museum.  The Committee 
were quick to have Creative Spaces 
provide some designs and at the July 
2020 meeting, Merredin Railway 
Museum was agreed upon and the 
logo chosen.  The Committee also 
agreed that the Merredin Railway 
Museum focus only on railway 

history up to 1970.  

With enthusiasm high, the 
Committee started on some of the 
recommendations from the Plan 
when the Museum re-opened in July 
2020, following the lifting of some 
of the COVID-19 restrictions, with 
the first action to declutter the Ticket 
Office. 

With the logo and colour agreed 
upon, the painting of the Ticket 
Office was the next action.  The 
Committee were very appreciative of 
a donation from, past long time 
Museum volunteer, Kerry Brown 
which enabled the painting of the 
Ticket Office to be completed by 
December 2020. 

The next recommendations in the 
Plan the Committee wanted to 
progress included design and 
installation of interpretation panels in 
the Ticket Office and design of a 
style guide for signage and design 
and fabrication of exterior signage.  
These actions would cost around 
$23,000 and therefore the Committee 
needed to source funding towards 
these projects.  The Committee

Ms Davies said DonateLife were 
aiming to sign up at least 100,000 
more donors, helping to give 
critically ill or injured people a 
second chance at a healthy life.  

ñI am on the donor registration list 
already, but a conversation with a 
constituent about her experience 
prompted me to double check and 
then help advocate for more people 

Are you a Registered Organ Donor? 
to do the same,ò Ms Davies said.  

ñI learned that 9 in 10 Aussies 
support donation, but only one in 3 
are registered.  

ñItôs also a fact that many 
Australians think they are registered 
but they are not so the Great 
Registration Race is not only about 
encouraging more people to register 
but also about asking people to check 
their registration.ò  

Ms Davies said a constituent, 
Chelsey Maloney from Merredin, 
had recently shared her own 
experience of being a donor and it 
prompted her to go and check her 
own registration.  

ñThe next day I was online with my 
Medicare number checking my 
registration through the DonateLife 
website, it was quick and easy and 
Iôm pleased to say I was already on 
the list,ò Ms Davies said.  

Ms Maloney said there were about 7 
million Australians registered as 
donors already, but there were about 
13 million that were eligible but 
werenôt.  

ñI thank my donor every day for 
giving me another chance at life, 
without him and his wonderful 
family Iôd still be on dialysis or not 
here at all.ò  

Ms Davies said the impact of 
COVID on organ and tissue donation 
had been significant, with a 16 
percent decrease in the number of 
donors and a 12 percent decrease in 
the number of people receiving a 
transplant compared to 2019.  

ñI encourage everyone to have the 
conversation about donation with 
their family and registering to 
become a donor,ò she said.

Australian lives were saved through 
an organ transplant due to the 
generosity of 463 deceased organ 
donors and their families last year.  

Around 1,800 Australians are on the 
waitlist for an organ transplant, and a 
further 12,000 are on dialysis, many 
of whom may benefit from a kidney 
transplant.

the design and supply of the 
interpretation panels which took 
around six months to complete. The 
panels depict the Merredin story, 
Railway Station history and 
significance and saving of the station 
story.  The panels were installed at 
the end of July and look absolutely 
fantastic.   

Funding was sourced from Collgar 
Wind Farm ($5,000) and Heritage 
Council ($8,525) towards the cost of 
the next project ($17,050) the style 
guide for signage and design and 
fabrication of exterior signage.  The 
Committee have engaged Creative 
Spaces again for this project, which 
has already commenced.  It is hoped 
this project will be completed around 
the end of September. 

The Merredin Railway Museum has 
a wonderful collection of Merredin 
railway history and is well worth a 
visit.
