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NANGEENAN NATTER

Just where does the time go, 25 days to go before our BTN Weekend, itôs now a dedicated push to the finish line. Just like 
weddings, christenings and funerals, they all happen in spite of themselves, as much as you know this! It still doesnôt change 
the panic from within: have you done this? will this work? OMG I forgot to ring this person, I forgot to send that. Will it be 
cold? Will it rain? The questions are endless, but still, we push on in the belief that it will all be good in the end. Itôs year five 
for this event, and while it started quite small, it has steadily grown. The excitement is building as I hear back from people 
who were here last year and want to come again. Forming new friendships is just the best, outside of experiencing new 
things. Every bit of frustration dissolves as the first caravan comes down the drive. 
Along with the worry comes the memories and we start sharing stories. Iôm getting on a bit, and could be considered a      
senior, so you could excuse me for repeating myself, I know I have told this story before, but it is a good story. Back in the 
dayé you know when Moses was a boy! Nangeenan was a sizeable community, it boasted a Post Office and Store, a     
butcherôs shop and was a stop for the railway line as it snaked through the country side on its way to Kalgoorlie and beyond.  
Therefore, there was a Railway station, a good Shed and a waiting room (we didnôt have a restroom). There was a Station-
Managerôs House as well. But we didnôt have a water supply for the steam trains. 
As Merredin developed its infrastructure and water source from Merredin Peak, Nangeenan shrunk, Merredin grew. The Post 
Mistress Nellie Nice and her husband decided to move on and wanted to sell up. 
Their house was purchased by the Merredin Doctor and thus had to be shifted, so it was cut in half and loaded onto two 
drays, to be pulled by bullock team. It was winter and got stuck on Cunningham Hill. Just after, the home of Vin Cahill Snr, 
located on north of Nangeenan Rd, just before the junction of Goldfields Road, burned down, it was decided, they would buy 
the house back and move it to their existing house block. Except, as it rounded the corner onto the North Nangeenan Road 
one load fell off, now named ñGlenalbynò. The house sits proudly on the corner of Great Eastern Highway and North     
Nangeenan Road, where it landed.   
 I am often asked about the brick ruin across the road and believe this was the 2nd Growden home built on the farm that was 
established by Fredrick Growden  in the very late 1800ôs I remember this house was the home of Will and Mrs Growden and 
as they aged Laurel and I would clean the bathtub with a kerosine cloth, and pick almonds from the tree on the way home, 
across the dirt road, over the pipeline, through the railway yard, and past the CBH weigh bridge to cross what was then the 
Great Eastern Highway, now Marley Close to the service station. The Service Station housed the Post Office, Telephone    
exchange General Store, and fuel depot, by that time the only business left in the community. 
The Service Station was also the Transport Hub where trucks travelling between the Eastern States and Perth had the only 24 
hour service between Perth and Kalgoorlie. This is where Frank developed his love of trucks, offering to drive the trucks, 
through the line to fuel them up, while the drivers had a meal. I think Frank may have been between 12 and 14 at the time. It 
was a thriving little business that, like so many other small communities were served their death knell, as the highway was 
relocated and new modern service centres where built. Fast Food became a thing, changing with pounds shillings and pence, 
from imperial to metric, the late  60ôs were  a time of change. Woodstock in America happened, the reputed landing on the 
moon, our young men were conscripted to the army to fight in Vietnam.  The whole world was changing. 
Change does not always make it better! 
Now that was a melancholy journey, what started out full of positivity has taken a turn down memory lane and into the     
shadows, a bit like the day outside, there is no sunshine for the moment, but there will be some glorious weather coming, 
thank goodness our prayers were answered and we have had good rain.
