Thirteen propagated trees 
from seeds collected on site, are in the ground, lovingly tendered each day. The shade cloth is going back up on the 
windows. The ablution trailers closer to the back door. The Hall decked out in all her Melbourne Cup Day finery. We 
are ready. 
 
Sunday Morning the 9th, come join us for breakfast. 8.30 until 11 am then again on the 23rd of November the 7th & 
21st December. A Community Christmas tree on the 13th of December should round out the year nicely. Check our  
Facebook page ñNangeenan Hall and Progress Groupò for more details. While we may not set out to be the top end of 
style, we want to present a place where the experience is memorable in its simplicity. A place where families are able to 
experience a joyful and relaxing time. The kidsô play area is still a work in progress, as is the Museum items on display. 
This area is in need of lots of my attention as there is so much to document, display and naturally dust, we live in the 
wheatbelt after all, therefore it would not be unusual to have heat, dust and flies, these things we donôt have to work at 
to achieve, they just come on their own accord. 
 
Our fund raising efforts are ongoing, with major projects being scrap metal. If you have bits and pieces of old metal 
sheeting, rusty pipes or anything in between that you donôt know how you may get out of the back yard, call us 
0429411377, and we will come and clean the scrap from your yard. Providing we are able to source fallen trees on farm 
we cut and sell fire wood. Our small dedicated team has been able to achieve so much from these fund-raising          
activities. Frank dedicates Sunday mornings to clearing the bins at their Perth Depot and the local Containers for 
Change depot come and collect each fortnight, while itôs only a small amount each fortnight itôs a big amount over the 
year.  These activities allow us to hold a community Function, like a Community Christmas Tree, where the good bits, 
lollies, cordial and ice cream are freebies, just like they were when we were kids. The only difference from then until 
now, we canôt all stand on the tray of a truck, creeping down a back road finding the perfect bush Christmas tree, that 
was often tall enough to reach the roof cavity. I am still trying to find, create, make a replica of a great tree. Our fund 
raising is just not enough to pay for a tree as big as we used to have. 

 
The old adage ñMany people make light workò is certainly the case for the preparation and presentation of Melbourne 
Cup Day. The dusting is done, windows washed, room dressed, glasses washed, tables in place, the race track down, 
food ready, Champagne corks ready to pop. The list of thank-yous epic. Our Sponsors Nutrien Ag Solutions and Daisy 
Lane for their great contributions. The greatest Thank You for their stress busting set up of the Smart TV (far too smart 
for me). Brandon Giles, youôre a legend, Sarah, great choice, that TV had me awake at nights thinking, how can we 
hold a Melbourne Cup event, when you canôt even get a TV to work properly, now we have a working TV that keeps 
Mike happy as he watches TV while I get things done. Daisy Lane, Lee was so helpful choosing outfits for our fashion 
Parade, what a hoot. Sarah for the advertising, so much better than I can do. I canôt help but think of the state the Hall 
was in when Frank bought it, there is just no comparison to what it is today. If the walls could speak, I am sure they 
would be smiling and saying, ñnow that is what itôs all aboutò 
 
While there have been hold ups and set backs along the way, what we wished for is so close to being there, it may be a 
couple of years before we get the óproperô kitchen on. Beth said to me the other day. ñ I donôt mind if it takes time for 
the kitchen to be built, I like our temporary kitchen, itôs more funò. She is right, it works, we are always tweaking a bit 
here and there but we have Krustyôs Bar that works, a temporary kitchen that works, ablution block trailers that work. 
Who could ask for more! Well I could and I will, but in the mean time, be humble, stay safe and be kind to each other.

STUFFED APPLES 

Pare firm apples and remove two-thirds core. Fill with grated lemon rind and sugar, squeeze lemon juice over the fruit, 

place a small piece of butter on top of each apple and place in earthenware baking dish. Pour a tablespoon of hot water 

into the dish, cover closely and cook till apples are tender but not broken. When nearly cold, lift on to serving dish and 

put whipped cream on each apple and sprinkle óhundreds and thousandsô or coloured cocoanut or add a preserved    

cherry on each. 

 

APPLE BARLEY WATER 

Cut up 1lb apples, boil to a pulp in 1-gallon boiling water, strain and boil with İlb sugar. Skim and add ılb washed 

pearl barley (or İlb rice), boil 1 hour. Strain through sieve or cloth and pour over slices of lemon and put in jug or    

basin.
